Four acres of celéty, planted as
experimental, is pro¥liig 4" success,

The Vista Development Associa-
tion is planting 13 acres to pota-
toes., Also 600 additional avocado
trees and 27 acres of corn are be-
ing put in for Roy Keyes.

Have Number of Tracts

*About oné-half of the townsite of
Vista is owned by the Development
Assoclation, and along practically
all of their lots the street has been
paved, there being about twb miles
of macadamized streets in the
townsite.

During the past few months sev-
eral new tract units have been put
on the market, namely: Lomita
Del Sol, Harley's, Richardso'n and
the Vista townsite. The last tract
to be subdivided was Orleavo
Heights, and the rapid selling of
this has necessitated the placing on
the market another unit to be
ready in about two weeks.

Following this several hundred
ecres will be platted during the
winter in what is known as Knight
Valley. Some of this has already
been sold pending its subdivision.

Avocados and Citrus Frults
F'avorite Plantings

Plantings of trees so far have
Yeen mainly avocados,. with some
citrus and pérsimmons. The com-
pany raise much o ftheir own nur-
sery stock, having about 90C0 avo-
cado trees in the nursery at pres-
ent. There is also about ready for
sale some tracts that are set to
avocados and have a complete irri-
gation system fnstailed.

A more energetic and thorough at-
tempt toward making the highways
and byways safer for public traffic is
being made in some of the larger cen-
ters of population, notably San Diego
and Los Angeles. If a good many thou-
-sand reckless drivers of California can
be‘made into wreckless drivers the toll
of human lives and injuries can be
greatly reduced. ‘

Los Angeles police announce that
hereafter children under the legal age
for driving motor cars will be arrested.
Why do it now? Why have they not
been arrested heretofore? The law is
now just the same as it was on the day
" it was placed on the statute books.

One reason can be given as to why
traffic laws are not more rigidly en-
forced in-the larger cities. It is “pull.”
We know of a certainty of many cases
where violators of traffic laws in Los
Angeles have been notified to appear
in court and face justice for their law
violations, but they never appeared.

As soon as the officer had handed
them a ticket, they straightway set to
work all the machinery that their par-
ticular niche in life -could command as
“pull,” and by hook and crook got the
matter “fixed.”
