ment of a branch jurdor-genior high
school at Cardiff, many of which
have already been published in the
Press in statements by Miss York.

Among other things, Miss York|,

*“fhe proposed branch high
school at Cardiff would be a junior-
senfor high gchool. That is, a six-
year school. It would cover three
years—7th, 8th and 9th grades in
the junior high school; and three
years—10th, 11th and 12th grades in
the senjor high school.
