IAVOCADO STEPPING STONES

An Address Made Before the Twelfth
Annual Meeting of the California
Avocado Growers Associa-
tion in Los Angeles

By F. 0. POPENOE

WORD of warning to avo-
cado planters would seem
hardly necessary at this
g J stage of the development
of the industry, so well has the
work of this association been done.
The grower today has available
much reliable information gained
from the costly experience of our
pioneers. These data, covering all
the features of avocado growing,
are sufficient to guide the would be
planter so safely that he does not
need to make vital mistakes. Yet
there is evidence that some are be-
ing made. The greatest danger is
that in a period of activity in avo-
cado land selllng and planting,
such as prevails now, he may trust
too implicitly to the advice of the
over-zealous real estate agent who
is selling the land but who is not
familiar with avocado growing. I
fear that some mistakes are being
made in the northern San Diego
county district where great activity
is going on under the control of
real estate firms who are making a
specialty of promoting avocado
planting. For the most part, these
salesmen are reliable and conscien-
tious men. In a few instances they
are not. The danger to the would
be planter lies in the possibility of
accepting the salesman’s state-
ments without taking the precau-
tion to make an outside and fmpar-
tial checking of the same. He
should take a multitude of counsel.
It he is able to weigh the evidence
wisely and to discriminate be-
tween the sound and the unsound,
he is safe. If not, there is, of course
no hope for him. If he listens to
the siren tones of the agent who is
seling him land that is cold and
sour, and which, within a foot of
the surface runs into hardpan and
granite, he is done for. Or if he
yields to the eloquence of some
nurseryman who {s infatuated with
a particular varlety, and who tells
him that he i{s going to net $12,000
per acre, provided he plants three
hundred trees of that variety to the
acre, he will have a rude awaken-
ing from his dream of a rich har-
vest of unbounded wealth.

What I mean §s this: The Calif-
ornia Avacado Association is your
best friend. Its Comniittee on Var-
ieties is an asset of immense value
that you can avail yourself of. The
questions of culture have been dis-
cussed by the members of the
Assocfation for the past twelve
years, and a digest of all this in-
formation js to be had in the an-
nual reports. If you are not a mem-
ber of the Association, join it and
become one. But even if you do not
become a member you may through
it still secure the combined wisdom
of its several hundred members,
and the results of the costly ex-
periance gained by them in plo-
neering the progress of the in-
dustry. If, with the door of oppor-
tunity thus open wide, you still do
make serlous mistakes, you are
beyond the reach of our efforts to
be helpful, and we at least, are not
to blame.

The Varlety Question

Although here in California we
are growing many avocados of ex-
cellent quality, we are also grow-
ing and marketing large quantities
of fruits from f{nferior varieties.
In proportion to the number of in-
ferior fruits that we are marketing,
is the industry being retarded. The
variety question is still a big one,
greater even than the problem of
distribution. It will doubtless con-
tinue to be so for a number of years.
In the words of Dr. Webber, “It is
not enough to produce fruit for
the market. We must produce fruit
that will extend the market. Only
by the production of the begst fruit
can the industry be extended to the
proport(onx we all conceive as the
future development.*

Of course we all want trees that
will bear, but we all ought to also
want only trees that will bear fruit
of the highest quality. That old time
thought that haunted our minds for
a while that pretty nearly any kind
of an avocado would do, has been
outlawed. But because many con-
sumers : have not yet learned to
know the quality of the different
varfetieg, the -marketing’ of \inferfor
fruits is still-menace to the growth
of our business. Through the teach-
ings of this ‘Association, however,
wisdom 18 being gained by the pub-
lic 'so that in increasing propor-
tion each year the producer of low
grade fruits will find himself in a
position’. of ‘definité’ and marked

disadvaniage. -

Qur effort, then, for the upbuild-
of this great industry is not only
to be very careful to plant the best
varieties we have today, but to in-
creage our diligence in the work of
developing still better kinds for the
future. To this end I urge an in-
crease In our experimental work.
I also urge that this be done very
largely within the confines of the
varieties recommended by our com-
mittee. If every nurseryman will
make it his particular duty to bud
a limited number of all those con-
sidered by the Committee on Var-
ities to be worthy of attention, and
if planters will cooperate and buy
and plant at least one or two trees
of each of such varieties, we will
in a few years gain the necessary
information as to these varieties,
their requirements of location and
culture as well as the desirability
of the fruits themselves, that will
enable us either to discard them or
to plant them more largely. Some
of our nurserymen are continuing
the practise of propagating varities
which have been tried and found
wanting. This practice surely
should cease. If our nurserymen
will take upon themselves a larger
measure of responsibility in this
matter , and will clean up the rub-
bish, devoting their attention solely
to the propagation of the more
promising kinds that are not yet
fairly tried out, the result will be
of iinmense value to the industry.

Our Frult exhiblts

The fruit exhibits of this Assoc-
fation are among the features of
its work and meetings. The interest
in these displays has always been
keen, showing that not only our
own members, but our visitors as
well, find profit in studying them.
Nothing is more inspiring than to
see a display of fine avocados. To
look them over acts as a tonic, and
they set a mark for continued and
increasing effort. Without our fruit
exhibits these meetings would be
much less interesting, and cer-
tainly they would have failed in
accomplishing the results we are
proud to say this Association has
achelved.

And while these exhibits
really been creditable and very
helpful, nevertheless, for several
years it has seemed to some of us
that we could and should make our
fruit displays a great deal more im-
portant than they have been. It is
through these exhibits that we can
bést reach and Interest the public,
increase our attendance, diffuse in-
formation, and popularize our
product. The industry being young
and the acreage limited, we cannot
of course hope to compete with our
citrus friends, who put on the great
navel show at San Bernardino and
the wonderful valencia exhibit at
Santa Ana, but we can do more
than we are doing. It should not be
said of the California Avocado
Assoclation, which is the parent
concern, that the displays made at
Carlsbad and \Vhittier are more
attractive than those staged in con-
noection with these meetings. On the
other hand, it ought too be that all
such outside exhibits are small in-
deed in comparison with ours.

So I believe in stating a fact
when [ say we have not yet awak-
ened tp the importance of our ex-
hibits, nor have we made the nec-
essary effort to work them up and
stage them. Whatever the expense
might be, it would be well invested.
For a month before date of meeting
the full time of one or two of our
directors or members could well be
given to the work. This would mean
expense, of course, as compen-
sation would be necessary for the
time and effort; but it would be
well worth while. Not only do we
want all varfeties represented, but
we want them represented in quan-
tity. It i8 on quantity that we have
never seemed to act. Looking at a
tine avocado is an interesting thing,
but looking at a hundred of them
is much more impressive.

This matter can be worked out
in a practical way. It would involve
as a foundational principal that
arrangements must be made {n ad-
vance for the sale of all fruits at
thecloge of the meeting. In other
words, arrangements could and
should be made {n advance so that
all the fruits were sold, And were
only used here for exhibit prelim-
inary to their delivery to the pur-
chasers who would in nearly alt
cases - be dealers. Such arrange-
ments can-be inade if the necegsary
effort {8 put into them.

Traveling by automoblle, motor-
boat, airplane and again by auto-
nobile, Patrolman" Mitchell of San
Diego, Monday rush to the ent
ranch, between Buena and San
Marcos," about 45 miles, in a. futile
attempt to save the life of Christine
Trent. 2%-year-old daughter of Mr.,
and Mrs. Goodwin- M. Trent, who
was drowned when she fell into a
reservoir on the Trent ranch.

Mr. Trent arrived just in time to
save Mrs. Earl from drowning, and
in the meantime the mother had
gotten the child to the side. After
getting the three out onto the
ground Trent started artificial re-
spiration methods in an_attempt to
save the child. Mrs., Ada L. Mad-
dux, who was at the ranch at the
time, phoned to Dr. Dotson of Es-
condido, who responded, and a call
was sent in to San Diego for a
pulmotor. On its arrival renewed
attempts were made fo save the
child, but all efforts were unavail-
ing.. The officer who brought the
apparatus, made the -trip in only
13 minutes.

Little Christine was
Chirstmas day, 1924. She is surviv-
ed by her parents, Goodwin and
Dorothea Trent, and two brothers
and a sister. The many friends in
Vista, Buena, San Marcos extend
kindest sympathy for the family.

The funeral was held in the San’

MANY SUBDIVISIONS
IN VISTA DISTRICT

A recent compilation of facts re-
garding activity in the Vista Irri-
gation District reveals some very
interesting facts which show why
there is great activity here.

There are 20 individuals or firms
with 100 acres or more offering
vista lands for sale. In addition
to these others haveé sold or offered
for sale from their holdings of less
than 100 acres tracts of from two
to five acres. The prices of these
lands range from $250 to %850 an
acre, unimproved. Some subdivi-
ders are offering lands planted to
avocado or citrus trees at from
$1000 to $£1800 an acre, including
care until the land is in full pro-
duction.

Of the subdividers having 100 or
more acres, are found several with
200 and 300 acres, a number with’
300 to 500 acres and a few with
from S00 to 2000 acres.

The operations of the subdividers
extend to practically every section
of the district, and include lands of
all grades and adapted to practi-
cally every agricultural or horti-
cultural purpose.
