who persists :in “cutting in” and

lspreading disaster in his wake, has

been declared by the  California
State Highway Patrol

The menace of the “cutter in”
has become 80, grave as to call
for drastic action, and highway
patrolmen have been ordered to be
on the alert-for such drivers, it was
announced today by E. Raymond
‘Cato, chief. of the highway patrol.
““Cutting in,”* breeds many kinds
of accidents, Cato stated. It may be

to the driver of a fast-moving ve-
hicle who does the “cutting in.”
It may result in a serious colli-
sion with the car which the driver
is attempting to pass, perhaps kill-
ing one or miore of the .occupants
of the latier vehicle that may be

{proceeding in a proper manner. It

may result in collisions with a
second vehicle in front of the car
just passed and proceeding in the

‘I'same direction.

One of the most frequent occa-
sions when “nutting in” occurs is
when a motorist attempts to pass
another vehicle on a. hill, orya’
curve, and cannot see approaching
vehicles coming in the opposite di-
rection sufficiently soon to avoid
collision. The driver who makes
this type of improper passing in-

|variably is caught by surprise angd

to avoid a head-on ¢ollizion delib-
erately cuts in ahead of the, car
he is passing, behevmg thlS' " be

- The “cutting in” dr1vers are be-

cers of the California H;ghway Pa-
trol ‘Bach day many._are receiv-
ing warmngs or arreﬁt c1'tatlons,
depending upon the dégree’ ’pt the
offense they commit. The arge
may not be specifically it tti}lg
in” but many of these offenders
are haled into court as reckless
or for “exceeding speed Timit,” i im?
proper passing,” "following“-’ too
closely,” and for “violating right
of way” rule.

During 1931 ou* of 31,120 drivers
who were involved in death and in-
nearly half were
guilty ¢f one or the other of the

"'above faults. ‘These drivers caused

more than 900 fatal and 1400 non-
fatakmeidents.

few were imprisoned.

“The combination
faults. of Gutting in’ and ‘speed’
when they go together will bring
death and difaster as promptly as
anything I know. The ‘cutting in’
driver often escapes the vigilance
of our officers because in order to
seo these particalar violations the
officer must just happen to be at
these reasons officers.of the Patrol
traffic.

“For every one we observe there
are probably several which go un-
obgerved because we cannot be at
all placeg at the same time. For
these Teasons officers of the Patrol
are instructed to be very much on
the alert for the ‘cutting in’ mo-
torist.
