you and me.
It has been suggested that a precast
concrete pian be used with dressing rooms

in under the stands In. our belief, this ad-
dition to our new. hrfh school is .a’ real
necessity.

t is interesting sinee both Vista and San

Marcos have condominium problems. Over
here they turned a very nice one down a few

weaeks back, in spite of the fact that it would -

have added considerably to our.iax base.
In this day and age folks are moving 1nto

these accommodations, in many cases t{o
get away from yard work, and where they
. can have a place to call home which is-

nearby to r°creat10na1 facilities, wrth nice
‘people.

Over San Marcos way there is an
organization. which has purchased lands

adjoining Lake San Marcos and there is
considerable opposition to putting a. con-

- dominium at that location. Why, we cannot
understand, since the land is vacant.

The -development company has another'

similar situation in San Carlos. They built

five-plexes and according to their records, e
they have a minimum of children residing

in them. As an instanee, 75 per cent of the -
owners have no children, 13 per cent have

. one child, eight per cent have two c}uldren
and four per cent have three youngsters.
With the huge new Sears installation
planned for the San Marcos area, it is
reasonable to think that this proportion of
their employes would be approximately the
same. The condominiums would pay taxes,
which on a $45,000 investment would aid
materially in the school program for the

area. This, of course, does not mclude the -

personal prooerty tax. ,

So we would recommend that the City of
San Marcos consider this carefully before
putting its foot down. A question — since
Lake San Marcos is not within the city
limits of San Marecos, how does it happen
that the properties adjacent to and on the
side away from the city are bemﬂ
guestioned?
